TREASURER’S REPORT 

ANNUAL ACCOUNTS 2019

The Community Bank account shows a balance of £7,273 at the end of December. There was £4.60 in the Tracker Account so the balance was transferred to the Community account and the Tracker account closed. The CBF Deposit fund has a balance of £21,725 showing an overall surplus of around £8,000

Designated Fund

We again received grants of £5,000 from the Moulton Trust and £500 from the Lady Elizabeth Grey Charity. We received some new grants this year, two grants of £500 each from St. Hilda’s Trust which have been spent on AFIA and £1,000 from the Freemasons which we received late in the year  so will be carried forward to 2020.  In addition we received £4,920 from branches of which £3,864 has been spent on AFIA for holidays and Away Days in 2019.  Expenditure for projects this year was £2,453, and we continue to support a number of refuges. 

Operating Reserve
Our reserves, i.e. non designated funds, stand at £28.000 at end of December 2019.  Main areas of expense are again, journals/publications (£3,708) and travel/mileage (£ 2,680) 
Membership

Membership numbers for 2019 fell to 977 with 19 Family members.
